Ceasefire violations observed by the SMM
4 October 2019
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In Donetsk region, the SMM recorded fewer ceasefioéations, including fewer explosions
(about 210), compared with tharevious reporting perioqabout 240 explosions). The
majority of ceasefire violations, including morethhalf of the explosions, were recorded at
easterly and southerly directions of Svitlodars&v@nment-controlled, 57km north-east of
Donetsk) at south-easterly directions of Chermgbdvernment-controlled, 77km south of
Donetsk) and at southerly directions of Pyshchelgdvernment-controlled, 84km south of
Donetsk).

In Luhansk region, the SMM recorded a similar numiifeceasefire violations, including, a
similar number of explosions (seven), compared \lignprevious reporting periogeight
explosions). More than two thirds of the ceasefi@ations were recorded in areas south-
south-west of Kriakivka (government-controlled, 88korth-west of Luhansk).

Man injured by shrapnel in Staromykhailivka

On 4 October, the SMM saw a man (aged 37) in Stgkbailivka (non-government-
controlled, 15km west of Donetsk) with a small myj@io his face who told the SMM that on
the afternoon of 3 October, while he was in thekipard of his house at 9 Haharina Street
(about 2.5km from the contact line) in Staromykivk@, he heard shooting and started
running towards his house. According to him, asvas entering the house, he heard a loud
explosion, felt heat on his face, and realized las wjured. He said that his wife and two
children were inside the house. The man told théVSat he drove himself to a hospital in
Donetsk city (non-government-controlled), wheresbaght medical treatment. Medical staff
at the hospital in Donetsk city told the SMM thia¢ tman had been admitted in the afternoon
of 3 October with a shrapnel injury to his face dhdt he had left the facility after being
treated (for previous observations in the areaS$él! Daily Report 3 October 20).9

Stanytsia Luhanska disengagement area

On the afternoon of 3 October, the SMM saw ninekers from government-controlled areas
fixing wooden side rails to the temporary pedesthgpass bridge and paving its bridgehead.
The SMM also saw five members of the State Emenge3ervice of Ukraine clearing
vegetation on the eastern side of the contain@nahternational organization, about 750m
north of the broken section of the Stanytsia Lukanzridge (15km north-east of Luhansk)
and six workers from government-controlled areasllang a layer of gravel near a bus stop
(platform for passengers), which is being consadatext to the abovementioned shelter.

On the morning of 4 October, the SMM saw that #ragorary pedestrian bypass bridge was
open for passage and several people were using it.

Shortly thereatfter, it saw that the wooden rampsherbroken section of the bridge had been
removed. It saw workers from government-controlieelas relocating a tyre barrier from the
western edge of the broken section of the bridge tocation about 20m north of the
pedestrian bypass bridge, using a tracked congirueehicle to remove the tarmac from the
surface of the broken section of the bridge andlinglmetal components of it.

On the afternoon of 3 October, the SMM observedeabiurning east of the broken section of
the bridge, on the southern bank of the Siverskgmds river with thick black smoke rising

into the air. On 3 and 4 October, the SMM saw atstenine members of the armed
formations (wearing “JCCC” armbands) between theckpoint of the armed formations and
the broken section of the bridge.
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Other disengagement areas

On 2 October, outside the disengagement area r@ateZ(government-controlled, 60km
west of Luhansk), an SMM mid-range unmanned a&ghicle (UAV) spotted three newly
dug trenches (about 350m, 20m and 200m in lenggpectively) in and near Katerynivka
(government-controlled, 64km west of Luhansk).

On the evening of 3 October, the SMM camera in #otecorded two bursts in vertical flight
at an assessed range of 4-6km south-east (unaldssess whether inside or outside the
disengagement area) and five projectiles in flightin assessed range of 1.5km-6km east-
north-east and east, assessed as outside the atigengnt area but within its 5km periphery.
On the morning of 4 October, positioned on thehwrt edge of the disengagement area near
Zolote, the SMM heard two undetermined explosianamassessed range of 4-6km south-
east, assessed as outside the disengagement avaghbbuits Skm periphery.

On the afternoon of 4 October, positioned at theckpoint of the Ukrainian Armed Forces
on the northern edge of the disengagement areaZiodate, the SMM saw 20 officers of the
Ukrainian Armed Forces with shovels, axes and ma¢aéctors walking into fields about
100m north, east and west (outside the disengageanea). The SMM also saw a white
mini-UAV land on the road about 200m south of itsition, outside the disengagement area
(close to its northern edge). Positioned on thersso edge of the disengagement area, near
the checkpoint of the armed formations, the SMM sawhite UAV flying from north-west

to south-west at an altitude of about 300m (assleasénside the disengagement area).

On the morning of 4 October, positioned in Bohdkaigovernment-controlled, 41km

south-west of Donetsk), the SMM heard an undetegthiaxplosion at an undetermined
distance south-east, assessed as outside the atisengnt area near Petrivske (non-
government-controlled, 41km south of Donetsk).*

Withdrawal of weapons

The SMM continued to monitor the withdrawal of weap in implementation of the
Memorandum and the Package of Measures and itsnAldde

The Mission observed 16 weapons in violation ofhdiawal lines in non-government-
controlled areas of Donetsk region and two in nomegnment-controlled areas of Luhansk
region. It also observed a weapon beyond its wathdf lines but outside storage sites in
government-controlled areas of Donetsk regiontiore details, see the tables below).

Indications of military and military-type presence in the security zone

2 October

close to a residential area in Kadiivka (formertgik®hanov, 50km west of Luhansk).

3 October

An SMM mini-UAV spotted:
- an IFV (BMP-1) near Lobacheve (13km east of Luhaaskl
- an ACV near Horlivka (39km north-east of Donetsk).

On 3 October, an SMM mini-UAV spotted three proleaBICVs and an APC (MT-LB) near
Zernove (70km south of Donetsk) (inside the seguriine) and an IFV (BMP-1) in a
training area near Boikivske (formerly Telmanovék® south-east of Donetsk) (outside the
security zone); all in a zone within which deploythef heavy armament and military
equipment is proscribed according to Point 5 ofteamorandum of 19 September 2014.

Weapons that the SMM could not verify as withdraw

At a heavy weapons holding area in a non-governroentrolled area of Donetsk region
4 October
The SMM noted that six towed howitzers (2A@5ta-B,152mm) continued to be missing.

Weapons permanent storage sites

At a permanent storage site in a non-governmentrotied area of Donetsk region
4 October
The SMM noted that 13 tanks (nine T-72 and fourd)-@ntinued to be missing.

Anti-tank mines near Donetskyi and Verkhnoshyrokiwske

On 3 October, an SMM mid-range UAV spotted for finst time 15 anti-tank mines (not
seen in imagery from 31 July 2019) laid in threevsoacross a road west-north-west of
Donetskyi (non-government-controlled, 49km west afiansk).

On the morning of 4 October, the SMM saw an amtktaine (probable TM-62P3) lying in
the middle of a road used by civilians about 500mstwof a checkpoint of the armed
formations in Verkhnoshyrokivske (formerly Oktiabmpn-government-controlled, 85km
south of Donetsk).

Border areas not under government control

While at a border crossing point near lzvaryne (b&outh-east of Luhansk), the SMM saw
a bus and a car with “LPR” plates and four pedassi(three women and a man) entering
Ukraine. After six minutes, a member of the armednfations told the SMM to leave the
area.*

SMM facilitation of operation of and repair works to civilian infrastructure

The SMM monitored adherence to the ceasefire tditkde repairs to water pipelines
between Zolote-3/Stakhanovets (government-conttpll6lkm west of Luhansk) and
Popasna (government-controlled, 69km west of Luklaasd to enable an inspection of
power lines and maintenance of water pipes aheatieodrilling of wells near Pankivka
(non-government-controlled, 16km north of Luhansk).

The SMM also facilitated the operation of the DahkeEiltration Station (DFS) (15km north
of Donetsk). On the evening of 3 October, the SMivhera near the DFS recorded ceasefire
violations in a close proximity to the Station (sabkle below).

*Restrictions of the SMM'’s freedom of movement or ther impediments to fulfilment of

its mandate

The SMM’s monitoring and freedom of movement astricted by security hazards and threats,
including risks posed by mines, unexploded ordngh€0) and other impediments — which vary
from day to day. The SMM’s mandate provides foe safd secure access throughout Ukraine. All
signatories of the Package of Measures have agoeetthe need for this safe and secure access, that
restriction of the SMM'’s freedom of movement ctutsts a violation, and on the need for rapid
response to these violations. They have also agre#dheJCCC should contribute to such response
and co-ordinate mine clearance. Nonetheless, theedrformations in parts of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions frequently deny the SMM access to areamcadj to Ukraine’s border outside control of the
Government (for example, see beloW)e SMM’s operations in Donetsk and Luhansk regiemain
restricted followingthe fatal incident of 23 April 2017 near Pryshybese restrictions continued to
limit the Mission’s observations.

Denial of access:

- At a border crossing point near lzvaryne (non-goregnt-controlled, 52km south-
east of Luhansk), a member of the armed formatioldsthe SMM to leave the area.

Regular restrictions related to disengagement amas$ mines/UXO:

- The sides continued to deny the SMM full accessweal as the ability to travel
certain roads previously identified as important &ffective monitoring by the
Mission and for civilians’ movement, through faduto conduct comprehensive
clearance of mines, UXO and other obstacles.

Delay:
- At a checkpoint near Staromykhailivka (non-governtrmontrolled, 15km west of
Donetsk), a member of the armed formations allotlhedSMM to proceed only after

about 34 minutes of waiting.

Other impediments:

- An SMM mini-UAV lost its GPS signal on two occasions due to sigralference
assessed as caused by probable jamming while fiy@ag Chermalyk (government-
controlled, 77km south of Donetsk).

On the night of 2 and 3 October, an SMM-long rabige/ experienced GPS signal
interference, assessed as due to jamming whiladflgiver Orlivske (government-
controlled, 82km south of Donetsk). The same UA¥oaéxperienced GPS signal
interference, assessed as due to probable jammmmbg flying between Ivanopillia
(government-controlled, 51km north of Donetsk) ae$ele (government-controlled,
21km north of Donetsk).
