Ceasefire violations observed by the SMM
9 January 2020
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In Donetsk region, the SMM recorded more ceaseimtations, including more explosions
(about 70), compared with tipgevious reporting periotabout 30 explosions). The majority
of ceasefire violations, including the majorityexplosions, were recorded in areas north and
north-north-east of Shyrokyne (government-contchltlE00km south of Donetsk).

In Luhansk region, the SMM recorded fewer ceasefioéations, including fewer explosions
(eight), compared with thegrevious reporting perio(about 65 explosions). The majority of
ceasefire violations, including all explosions, evegcorded in areas west of Holubivske (non-
government-controlled, 51km west of Luhansk).

Disengagement areas near Stanytsia Luhanska, Zolosmd Petrivske®

Inside thedisengagement area near Stanytsia Luhanskéovernment-controlled, 16km
north-east of Luhansk), at the parking lot soutthefcheckpoint of the armed formations, the
SMM saw the body of a deceased man (80-90 yeajdayiohg on the ground. A member of
the armed formations (wearing an armband with “JC@ftten on it) told the Mission that
the man had died three hours earlier. The SMM saes Workers from non-government-
controlled areas opreviously observedcaffolding renovating the roof of the checkpaht
the armed formations south of the Stanytsia Luhatsldge (15km north-east of Luhansk).
Outside the disengagement area, 1.8km south diritige, the SMM saw a crane being used
to build a bus shelter. On the same day, insidedibengagement area, the Mission saw six
members of the armed formations (wearing armbants“dCCC” written on them) between
the new span of the bridge and their checkpointtsofithe bridge.

Positioned 2.7km east of Bohdanivka (governmentrodiad, 41km south-west of Donetsk),
the SMMagainsaw a mine hazard sign about 100-150m east fiopogition, on the southern
side of the road to Viktorivka (non-government-cofied, 42km south-west of Donetsk),
outside thalisengagement area near Petrivskehon-government-controlled, 41km south of
Donetsk). Positioned in Petrivske, the Missamainsaw two mine hazard signs in the middle
of the same road about 200m east of the disengagesnea’s north-eastern edge. While
present, it observed a civilian car driving on thad past the two signs in the direction of
Viktorivka.

On the morning of 9 January, positioned in Peteyske SMM heard three bursts of small-
arms fire at an assessed distance of 1km west-n@th assessed as outside the
disengagement area but within 5km of its periphery.

Outside the reporting period, on the evening agttrbetween 1-2 January, the SMM camera
in Petrivske recorded 36 projectiles in flight atassessed range of 1-3km south-west and
west-south-west. On the evening and night of 2 danuhe same camera recorded 27
projectiles in flight at an assessed range of 1-2koth-west and west-south-west. All of the
above ceasefire violations were assessed as ithgidlisengagement area.

In the early morning hours of 9 January, the SMiheera inZolote (government-controlled,
60km west of Luhansk) recorded two illuminatiorrdéiain vertical flight at an assessed range

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Withdrawal of weapons

The SMM continued to monitor the withdrawal of weap in implementation of the
Memorandum and the Package of Measures and itsnAldde

It observed seven tanks loaded on a cargo traireltiag eastwards in Debaltseve (non-
government-controlled, 58km north-east of Donetsls),well as other weapons in a non-
government-controlled area of Luhansk region,malliolation of withdrawal lines (for details,
see the table below).

Indications of militar ili presence in the security zoné

The Mission observed armoured combat vehicles wegonent-controlled areas of Donetsk
and Luhansk regions, as well as 20 and 15 armqueesbnnel carriers on 8 and 9 January,
respectively, loaded on trains travelling eastwand®ebaltseve (for details, see the table
below).

On 8 January, near positions of the armed formatioear Rozsadky (62km north-east of
Donetsk), an SMM mid-range unmanned aerial vel{idikV) spotted two fresh craters in a
field, assessed as caused by mortar rounds (p@®iabimm).

SMM facilitation of repairs to and operation of critical civilian infrastructure

The SMM facilitated and monitored adherence tocaliaed ceasefire to facilitate repairs to a
water intake near Krasnyi Lyman (non-governmenti@died, 30km north-west of Luhansk).
The Mission continued to facilitate the operatiémhe Donetsk Filtration Station (15km north
of Donetsk).

The SMM continued monitoring in Kherson, Odessay Liwvano-Frankivsk, Kharkiv, Dnipro,
Chernivtsi and Kyiv.

*Restrictions of the SMM'’s freedom of movement or ther impediments to fulfilment of

its mandate

The SMM’s monitoring and freedom of movement astricted by security hazards and threats,
including risks posed by mines, unexploded ordnéld®) and other impediments — which vary from
day to day. The SMM’'s mandate provides for safe s@cure access throughout Ukraine. All
signatories of the Package of Measures have agoeeitie need for this safe and secure access, that

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restriction of the SMM'’s freedom of movement ctutsts a violation, and on the need for rapid
response to these violations. They have also agtes#dhe JCCC should contribute to such response
and co-ordinate mine clearance. Nonetheless, theedrformations in parts of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions frequently deny the SMM access to areamcadf to Ukraine’s border outside control of the
Government (for example, sBaily Report 4 January 2020The SMM'’s operations in Donetsk and
Luhansk regions remain restricted followitige fatal incident of 23 April 2017 near Pryshybese
restrictions continued to limit the Mission’s obgations.

Denial of access:

- At a checkpoint on the eastern edge of Sosnivstie-government-controlled, 78km
south of Donetsk), a member of the armed formatitemsed the SMM passage, citing
the “need for advance arrangements to visit tHage!'.

- At acheckpoint near Prymorske (non-governmentrotietl, 76km south of Donetsk),
two members of the armed formations denied the SpélSsage towards Naberezhne
(non-government-controlled, 77km south of Donetskjing “ongoing demining
activities in the area”.

- At a checkpoint north of Zaichenko (non-governmemirolled, 93km south of
Donetsk), two armed members of the armed formaagashdenied the SMM passage
towards Pikuzy (formerly Kominternove, non-govermtieontrolled, 92km south of
Donetsk) and Sakhanka (non-government-controll@dn@south of Donetsk), citing
“ongoing demining activities in the area”. Whileepent, the SMM saw civilian cars
passing through the checkpoint in the directioSakhanka.

- At acheckpoint on the eastern edge of Shevchamkogovernment-controlled, 69km
south of Donetsk), three armed members of the arfim@dations denied the SMM
passage, saying that the “SMM should co-ordinatenbvement with their superior”.

- At a checkpoint on the southern edge of Nova Marighon-government-controlled,
64km south of Donetsk), an armed member of the drfoenations denied the SMM
passage, citing “ongoing engineering work in tHiage”.

Delay:

- At a checkpoint near Verkhnoshyrokivske (formerhkti@bor, non-government-
controlled, 85km south of Donetsk), two armed memmbéthe armed formatiorgain
allowed the SMM to proceed after about 20 minufesaiting.

Regular restrictions related to disengagement amas$ mines/UXO:

- The sides continued to deny the SMM full accessyedkas the ability to travel certain
roads previously identified as important for effeetmonitoring by the Mission and for
civilians’ movement, through failure to conduct quehensive clearance of mines,
UXO and other obstacles.

Other impediments:

- On four occasions, an SMM mini-UAV experienced GiRfhal interference, assessed
as caused by probable jamming, while flying oveeaar near Petrivske (non-
government-controlled, 41km south of Donefsk).
