Summary

» Compared with the previous reporting period, theNMskecorded fewer ceasefire
violations in Donetsk region and a similar numbkeceasefire violations in Luhansk
region.

« The SMM continued monitoring the disengagementsaresar Stanytsia Luhanska
and Zolote, and recorded ceasefire violations eglte disengagement area near
Petrivske.

« The SMM facilitated localized ceasefires to enatgpairs to and the operation of
critical civilian infrastructure. It recorded ceéise violations while repairs were
taking place.

* Members of the armed formations restricted the SMiMéedom of movement at
checkpoints near Verkhnoshyrokivske and Starolaspmuthern Donetsk region.*

Ceasefire violations observed by the SMM
26 February 2020
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In Donetsk region, the SMM recorded fewer ceaseimations, including fewer explosions
(about 65), compared with tipgevious reporting periothbout 130 explosions). About half
of the ceasefire violations were recorded in aneath of Shyrokyne (government-controlled,
100km south of Donetsk).

In Luhansk region, the Mission recorded a similamber of ceasefire violations, all of which
were explosions (38), compared with the previopsriing period (about 40 explosions). The
majority of ceasefire violations, including the mmaty of explosions, were recorded in areas
west-north-west of Krasnyi Lyman (non-governmenttoolled, 30km north-west of
Luhansk) and west-south-west of Trokhizbenka (gavent-controlled, 32km north-west of
Luhansk).

Disengagement areas near Stanytsia Luhanska, Zolosad Petrivske®

On the morning of 26 February, while positionedwtt2y0m north of the Stanytsia Luhanska
bridge (15km north-east of Luhansk), the SMM heandundetermined explosion at an
assessed range of 5-7km south-west. While on tektereaedge of Stanytsia Luhanska
(government-controlled, 16km north-east of Luhanskg SMM heard an undetermined
explosion at an assessed range of 3-5km west-saegh-Both were assessed as outside the
disengagement area near Stanytsia Luhanska.

On the same day, inside the disengagement are&taeaytsia Luhanska, the SMM saw nine
members of the armed formations (wearing armbaritths"“WCCC” written on them) between
the new span of the bridge and their checkpointtsotiit.

On the evening of 25 February, the SMM camera ilotéo(government-controlled, 60km
west of Luhansk) recorded an undetermined explosicen assessed range of 2-4km east,
assessed as outside theengagement area near Zolotbut within 5km of its periphery.

On 26 February, around 450m south of the northdge ef the disengagement area near
Zolote and near road T-1316, the SMddainsaw three wooden ammunition boxes and a
metal object, assessad a used smoke grenade tube, lying on the groOmdthe same day,
the SMM saw a member of the armed formations (wegaain armband with “JCCC” written
on it) near the southern edge of the Zolote disgageent area.

On the evening and night between 25 and 26 Febriaey SMM camera 2km east of
Bohdanivka (government-controlled, 41km south-veéfonetsk) recorded 15 projectiles in
flight at an assessed range of 1-4km east-south-&ssessed as inside tisengagement
area near Petrivske(nhon-government-controlled, 41km south of Donetak)well as four
projectiles in flight at an assessed range of 1-&last, which were unable to be assessed as
inside or outside the disengagement area.

Withdrawal of weapons

The SMM continued to monitor the withdrawal of weap in implementation of the
Memorandum and the Package of Measures and itsnAldde

5 Disengagement is foreseen in the Framework Detisib the Trilateral Contact Group relating to
disengagement of forces and hardware of 21 Septe2fli®.
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It observed 11 weapons beyond withdrawal linesoliigide designated storage sites, all in a
training area in a non-government-controlled afedaanetsk region (see the table below for
further details).

Indications of militar ili presence in the security zoné

The SMM observed armoured combat vehicles insige sécurity zone in government-
controlled areas of Donetsk region, including witlai residential area and near a former
school used as a military compound in Pavlopil @goment-controlled, 82km south of
Donetsk) (see the table below for further details).

In Kalmiuske (formerly Komsomolske, non-governmeattrolled, 42km south-east of
Donetsk), the SMM saw at least 50 members ofrtmed formations and at least ten military-
type trucks with “DPR”plates. On its southern outsk in a compound of the armed
formations, the SMM also saw several military-typecks with “DPR” plates being loaded
(cargo not visibile).

Situations of civilians at checkpoints along the gdact line

On 24 February, a doctor from an international nizition at the entry-exit checkpoint
(EECP) near Marinka (government-controlled, 23kmutlsavest of Donetsk) and a
representative of the Marinka police departmenassply told the SMM that a 80-year-old
man had lost consciousness while at the EECP awtling toward non-government-
controlled areas, and had later died.

On 26 February, at the EECP of the Ukrainian Arfirectes north of the Stanytsia Luhanska
bridge, at about 08:10, the SMM saw about 400 gegpéuing to exit government-controlled

areas and about 300 people queuing in the oppdiséetion. About two hours later, at a

checkpoint of the armed formations south of then@sa Luhanska bridge, the SMM saw

about 150 people queuing to enter government-clbedrareas and about 50 queuing in the
opposite direction. The Mission saw another 15(Qfeequeuing at a nearby bus stop.

Mine hazard signs in Staromykhailivka and Petrivske

The SMM saw for the first time two mine hazard sigm the edge of a local road on the
south-western edge of Staromykhailivka (non-govesmatontrolled, 15km west of
Donetsk). Both signs read “Stop, Mines” and “Dandéines” in Russian and English. The
second sign also included the logo of an intermalidhumanitarian organization and an
inscription (in Russian) with an emergency contatgdphone number and a warning about
mines being present along the road (for previowseofations in the area, s&€&M Daily
Report 7 August 2019

The SMM saw for the first time at least five redmgles (assessed as mine hazard signs)
attached to a fence surrounding a compound ondhthsvestern edge of Petrivske (non-
government-controlled, 40km south-east of Donetsk).

SMM facilitation of repairs to and operation of critical civilian infrastructure

The Mission facilitated and monitored adherenctalized ceasefires to enable repairs to
water infrastructure near Pervomaiske (governmentrolled, 17km north-west of Donetsk)
and near Krasnyi Lyman (non-government-controlB@km north-west of Luhansk). While
positioned near Pervomaiske, the SMM heard two tenaened explosions about 2km from
the water infrastructure.

It continued to facilitate the operation of the [@tsk Filtration Station (15km north of
Donetsk) (DFS) and to monitor the security sitoain the area of the pumping station near
Vasylivka (non-government-controlled, 20km northDuinetsk). While positioned at three
locations near the DFS, the SMM heard ten undetesthexplosions, including some less
than 1km from the DFS.

The Mission continued monitoring in Kherson, Odedsav, Ivano-Frankivsk, Kharkiv,
Dnipro, Chernivtsi and Kyiv.

*Restrictions of the SMM'’s freedom of movement or ther impediments to fulfilment of

its mandate

The SMM’s monitoring and freedom of movement astrioted by security hazards and threats,
including risks posed by mines, unexploded ordndble€D) and other impediments — which vary
from day to day. The SMM’s mandate provides foe safd secure access throughout Ukraine. All
signatories of the Package of Measures have agvedtie need for this safe and secure access, that
restriction of the SMM’s freedom of movement ctutst a violation, and on the need for rapid
response to these violations. They have also agteadthe Joint Centre for Control and Co-
ordination (JCCC) should contribute to such resgoaad co-ordinate mine clearance. Nonetheless,
the armed formations in parts of Donetsk and Lukamgions frequently deny the SMM access to
areas adjacent to Ukraine’s border outside contsbthe Government (for example, &M Daily
Report 26 February 202PDThe SMM'’s operations in Donetsk and Luhansk regiemain restricted
following the fatal incident of 23 April 2017 near Pryshybese restrictions continued to limit the
Mission’s observations.

Denial of access:

- On two occasions at a checkpoint 600m west of Mewkhyrokivske (formerly
Oktiabr, non-government-controlled, 85km south ohBtsk), armed members of the
armed formationgigaindenied the SMM passage, citing “engineering wankthe
area”. While at the checkpoint, the SMM saw civilizaffic proceeding in both
directions.

- At a checkpoint about 600m east of Starolaspa gowernment-controlled, 51km
south of Donetsk), an armed member of the armeddtionsagaindenied the SMM
passage, citing “orders from superiors”. Whileled theckpoint, the SMM saw cars
passing through.

Regular restrictions related to disengagement amas$ mines/UXO:

- The sides continued to deny the SMM full accessedlas the ability to travel certain
roads previously identified as important for effeetmonitoring by the Mission and
for civilians’ movement, through failure to conducbmprehensive clearance of
mines, UXO and other obstacles.



Conditional access:

- At a checkpoint about 3km south-east of Kreminetsn{government-controlled,
16km south-west of Donetsk), a member of the arfogdations allowed the SMM
to proceed only after inspecting its trailer.

Other impediments:

- On 25 February, an SMM long-range UAV experiencddlSGsignal interference,
assessed as caused by probable jamming, whilegflywer areas between
government-controlled Kostiantynivka (60km nortibaietsk) and Andriivka (57km
north of Donetsk); Popasna (government-control@@km west of Luhansk) and
Debaltseve (non-government-controlled, 58km noast®f Donetsk); government-
controlled Talakivka (90km south of Donetsk) aneék3landro-Kalynove (47km north
of Donetsk); and Khreshchatytske (formerly Krasnuake, non-government-
controlled, 86km south of Donetsk) and Trudivskev@nment-controlled, 47km
south of Donetsk). The same UAV also experienceal @PS signal interference,
assessed as caused by jamming, while flying oveasabetween Andriivka and
Debaltseve.
