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Summary

Compared with the previous reporting period, theMskecorded more ceasefire
violations in both Donetsk and Luhansk regions.

The Mission continued to monitor the disengagenaeeh near Stanytsia Luhanska,
saw mines and unexploded ordnance inside the digengent area near Zolote, and
recorded ceasefire violations inside the disengagem@rea near Petrivske.

The SMM saw a long queue of civilians between cpetkits waiting to cross the
contact line in Donetsk region.

It facilitated localized ceasefires to enable rep#d a water pipeline near Zaitseve
and power lines near Zolote-5/Mykhailivka and Vadedbra.

The SMM’s freedom of movement was restricted athackpoint of the armed
formations near Verkhnoshyrokivske in southern Dskeegion and at a border
crossing point near non-government-controlled Davake in Luhansk region.

Ceasefire violations observed by the SMM
27 February 2020
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In Donetsk region, the SMM recorded more ceasefokations, including more explosions
(115), compared with thprevious reporting perioabout 65 explosions). The majority of
ceasefire violations were recorded at southerledtions of Svitlodarsk (government-
controlled, 57km north-east of Donetsk), in areaarthe disengagement area near Petrivske
(non-government-controlled, 41km south of Done{skke below) and at westerly directions
of Maiorsk (government-controlled, 45km north-eafsDonetsk).

In Luhansk region, the Mission recorded more cai@seiblations, including more explosions
(100), compared with tharevious reporting perio(88 explosions). The majority of ceasefire
violations, assessed as part of a live-fire exeroigside the security zone, were recorded at
south-westerly directions of Buhaivka (non-governtreontrolled, 37km south-west of
Luhansk), while almost all of the explosions weeearded in areas south of Muratove
(government-controlled, 51km north-west of Luhansk)

Disengagement areas near Stanytsia Luhanska, Zolosad Petrivske®

On 27 February, outside of tdesengagement area near Stanytsia LuhansKgovernment-
controlled, 16km north-east of Luhansk), an SMM iminmanned aerial vehicle (UAV)
again spotted an armoured combat vehicle (BTR ngrajacent to a house, assessed as used
by the Ukrainian Armed Forces, north-east of therdukan Armed Forces entry-exit
checkpoint (EECP).

On the same day, while positioned about 300m soluithe Stanytsia Luhanska bridge, the
SMM heard an explosion at an assessed distand@eB8@m west, assessed as the probable
detonation of a mine or unexploded ordnance (UX®jde the disengagement area. It also
heard three bursts of heavy-machine-gun fire adssessed range of 1-2km north, assessed
as outside the disengagement area but within 5knitsoperiphery. While inside the
disengagement area, the SMM saw three members eofatined formations (wearing
armbands with “JCCC” written on them) between tlesvrspan of the bridge and their
checkpoint south of it.

On the evening and night of 26-27 February, the Skihera in Zolote (government-
controlled, 60km west of Luhansk) recorded 22 prtilies in flight at an assessed range of 1-

periphery. In the early evening of 27 February dhime camera recorded a large fire in a field
about 1km south-east, outside of the disengagearent that lasted about an hour.

Withdrawal of weapons

The SMM continued to monitor the withdrawal of weap in implementation of the
Memorandum and the Package of Measures and itsniidde

The SMM observed 22 weapons beyond withdrawal lim@sgovernment-controlled area of
Donetsk region and in a training area in a non-gawent-controlled part of Luhansk region
(see the table below for further details) (seetdlsde below for further details).

Weapons the SMM could not verify as withdrawn

Long queue of civilians between checkpoints on thmntact line

On the morning of 27 February, between the EECP Me#orsk and the checkpoint of the
armed formations near Horlivka (non-government-gutgd, 39km north-east of Donetsk),
the SMM saw about 400 pedestrians and 120 velgcleging to enter government-controlled
areas. Six people (mixed genders, all in theiies)ttold the SMM that they had been waiting
for three hours between the checkpoints. Shortyatier, at the checkpoint of the armed
formations near Horlivka, the SMM saw about 20 pédiens and about 40 vehicles queuing
to enter non-government-controlled areas.

SMM facilitation of repairs to and operation of critical civilian infrastructure

The Mission facilitated and monitored adherendedalized ceasefires to enable repairs to a
water pipeline near Zaitseve (50km north-east ohddsk) and to power lines near Zolote-
5/Mykhailivka and Vesela Hora (non-government-colttd, 16km north of Luhansk).

It continued to facilitate the operation of the [Btsk Filtration Station (15km north of
Donetsk) and to monitor the security situation e tarea of the pumping station near
Vasylivka (non-government-controlled, 20km northDafnetsk).

Border areas outside government control

While at a pedestrian border crossing point nearodorovytsi (79km south of Luhansk) for
about 25 minutes, the SMM saw a pedestrian entddikigiine and a pedestrian exiting
Ukraine.

About ten minutes after arriving at a border cnoeggioint near Dovzhanske (84km south-east
of Luhansk), a member of the armed formations tbkel SMM to leave the area. While
present, the SMM saw no cross-border traffic.*

The SMM monitored protests related to events in Cmea in Lviv and Kyiv

On 26 February, in front of the Regional State Aaistration building in Lviv, the SMM saw
about 60 people (mixed ages and genders) gathaiseothe Crimean Tatar flag in support of
Crimea. Speeches were held protesting 2014 eventSrimea, and the event ended
peacefully.

On 27 February, the SMM saw about 100 people (magas and genders) gathered in front
of the Embassy of the Russian Federation in Kyolding photographs of Crimean Tatar
activists currently detained or missing and bangédtial of 2014 events in Crimea. About
200 National Guard and police officers were alsspnt, and the event ended peacefully.

The Mission continued monitoring in Kherson, Odesgano-Frankivsk, Kharkiv, Dnipro,
and Chernivtsi.



*Restrictions of the SMM'’s freedom of movement or ther impediments to fulfilment of

its mandate

The SMM'’'s monitoring and freedom of movement astrioted by security hazards and threats,
including risks posed by mines, UXO and other impedts — which vary from day to day. The SMM’s
mandate provides for safe and secure access thouidbkraine. All signatories of the Package of
Measures have agreed on the need for this safesandre access, that restriction of the SMM'’s
freedom of movement constitutes a violation, anthemeed for rapid response to these violations.
They have also agreed that the Joint Centre fortc@band Co-ordination (JCCC) should contribute
to such response and co-ordinate mine clearanceettheless, the armed formations in parts of
Donetsk and Luhansk regions frequently deny the SktMdss to areas adjacent to Ukraine’s border
outside control of the Government (for example,lmdew) The SMM'’s operations in Donetsk and
Luhansk regions remain restricted followitige fatal incident of 23 April 2017 near Pryshyhese
restrictions continued to limit the Mission’s obgations.

Denial of access:

- At a checkpoint about 600m west of Verkhnoshyrokevgformerly Oktiabr, non-
government-controlled, 85km south of Donetsk), ameal member of the armed
formationsagaindenied the SMM passage, citing “demining actigiti| the area.

- At a border crossing point near Dovzhanske (noreguwent-controlled, 84km
south-east of Luhansk), a member of the armed fibomsatold the SMM to leave the
area.

Regular restrictions related to disengagement am@as$ mines/UXO:

- The sides continued to deny the SMM full accessadkas the ability to travel certain
roads previously identified as important for effeetmonitoring by the Mission and
for civilians’ movement, through failure to conducbmprehensive clearance of
mines, UXO and other obstacles.

Other impediments:

- An SMM mini-UAV experienced signal interferencesassed as caused by probable
jamming, while flying over areas near Yasynuvatanfgovernment-controlled, 16km
north-east of DonetsK).
