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STATEMENT BY THE DELEGATION OF FRANCE

Mr. Chairperson,

My delegation aligns itself with the statement by the European Union, but I should
like to add a few comments in a national capacity following the ministerial meeting in the
Normandy format on Tuesday, 29 November in Minsk.

First, however, | should like to thank Ambassadors Sajdik and Apakan for their
statements and pay tribute to their personal commitment and that of their teams to achieving a
peaceful settlement of the conflict.

At the invitation of the French and German Ministers, the Special Representative of
the OSCE Chairperson-in-Office Mr. Sajdik and three of the four OSCE co-ordinators of the
working groups presented to the Normandy quartet a report of their activities in the political,
security, economic and humanitarian domains. Subsequent discussion covered all of these
subjects.

In the humanitarian domain, the parties discussed access by the International
Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) to prisoners on both sides of the line of contact. The
Russian and Ukrainian Ministers accepted the principle of a visit by the ICRC President
Peter Maurer to the separatist regions before the end of the year. They decided to continue
work to achieve the exchange of a significant number of prisoners, also before the end of the
year, starting with the most vulnerable (including the injured or sick).

In the economic domain, the French and German Ministers called for a resumption of
the economic working group meetings, in particular with a view to enabling the signing of an
agreement required for the continued supply of water to 1.2 million people in the separatist
region (Luhansk).

On the question of access, the French and German Ministers urged their Ukrainian
and Russian counterparts to agree to the reopening of the Zolote crossing point and to
improve crossing conditions along the entire length of the line of contact, although no firm
commitments were made.
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The French and German Ministers strongly emphasized that it was unacceptable that
access by non-governmental organizations to the separatist regions was still very difficult and
urged Russia to act on this matter. For its part, Ukraine should address the question of
pension payments to retirees in the separatist regions.

In the security domain, it was not possible to obtain a firm commitment on the
question of disengagement from the last of the three areas identified in September (Stanytsia
Luhanska). The Ministers nevertheless hoped that agreement could be reached on the next
four disengagement areas on the basis of existing proposals.

The Ministers recalled the aim of adopting a mutually acceptable road map as had
been discussed at the Berlin summit on 19 October. Work is continuing on that matter.

I should like to add that at a press briefing the French Minister for Foreign Affairs,
Mr. Jean-Marc Ayrault, repeated that the only possible way of managing this crisis was
through the full and comprehensive implementation of the Minsk agreements, without which
the very real war between the parties, which had caused 10,000 deaths, would continue.

We shall maintain our undiminished commitment to the Minsk process so that the
civilian populations, who are facing their third winter in extremely precarious conditions, can
find some relief and so that the seriousness of this violation of the principle of inviolability of
internationally recognized borders does not remain without consequences.
