The goal of the Summer School is to promote cross-regional exchanges and build the professional 

skills of young political experts. During the Summer School, participants will take part in a series of 

briefings, courses and interactive workshops. They will learn about the OSCE and receive 

professional training courses on subjects such as mediation and diplomatic communication. Several 

cultural and social events will also be organized. Travel and living costs will be covered by the OSCE.

In 2019 in addition to the young people from the South Caucasus this application process is open to 
representatives from Austria, Italy, Turkey, Norway, Slovakia and from South-Eastern Europe. 
Applicants should send a CV, a one-page motivation letter and an essay in English on the topic 
“Promoting dialogue: a role for international organizations: analyse an example of your choice”” or 
“Youth and security: where can the OSCE contribute?” by 15 May 2019 to:
