
Communities Committees   

Communities Committees (CC) are municipal mechanisms comprised of representatives of communities living in 
the municipality and Municipal Assembly (MA) members. Their establishment is obligatory. The CC’s core 
competence is to review all municipal policies, practices, and activities with a view to recommending measures 
to the MA to ensure that the rights and interests of communities are respected. 
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Each community residing in a municipality should be 
represented in the CC, but some communities remain 
under-represented. The most under-represented 
communities are the Kosovo Turks, Kosovo Bosniaks 
and Kosovo Gorani.

Establishment 
CCs are established in all 38 municipalities. During the 
reporting period, 29 CCs met regularly in 2020 on a 
monthly basis, eight CCs met regularly, but less 
frequently  than once a month, and one CC met on an 
irregular basis.

Overall Performance 
CCs’ performance scores are based on the 
aggregated results of performance indicators, 
which reflect key activities and substantive duties 
provided for in the relevant legal and policy 
framework. Performance is rated “High”, when 
the aggregated score is above 66 per cent, 
“Moderate”, when it ranges between 66 per cent 
and 33 per cent, and “Low”, when below 33 per 
cent. 

Selected Performance Indicators 
Number of CCs that undertook key activities and 
substantive duties outlined in the legal and policy 
framework, based on OSCE Mission in Kosovo field 
teams’ regular monitoring and periodic specific 
reviews by the field teams, as well as reports 
produced by the municipalities. 
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The OSCE Mission in Kosovo supports improved communities' 
participation in public decision- making and governance processes 
and institutions. To assist in this effort the OSCE Mission in Kosovo 
regularly monitors the performance of municipal communities' 
protection mechanisms. These information sheets aim to provide 
the relevant institutions with indicators that can assist in identifying 
gaps and improvement in compliance.
