Feeling safe at home, at school, at
work or in the street.

Having a strong local community.

Having direct communication with the
police and local institutions.

What is community
policing?

It is a way of improving community
safety.

LPSCs are established in local
communities.

They are established by the police at
the request of the local community.

Anyone willing to contribute to the well
being of their community and to co-
operate with the police, municipal
institutions, schools and other local
representatives.
