Migration has a major impact on the global economy and socio-economic development. Incomes and remittances pro-
duced by the currently estimated 232 million international migrants around the world contribute to economic growth in
countries of origin and destination, bringing benefits for both States and individuals.

Migration, when ineffectively managed, also impacts on crime. In areas affected by significant irregular migration flows,
security can be undermined by transnational crime facilitating migrant smuggling and human trafficking.

Migration impacts on the human rights of individuals, when the safety and dignity of people are put at risk during their
migration, particularly in those contexts where simply being a “migrant” makes it more difficult to enjoy economic, social
and cultural rights enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

Migration touches upon the OSCE’s programmatic work in all three dimensions, impacting on the security of both States
and individuals. It therefore calls for a cross-dimensional response to develop appropriate policies in protecting the rights
of migrants, reaping the economic benefits, and reducing the threats stemming from irregular migration flows.

This side event, jointly organized by the Office of the OSCE Co-ordinator of the Economic and Environmental Activities
(OCEEA) and the Office of the Special Representative and Co-ordinator for Combating Trafficking in Human Being (OSR/
CTHB), will offer the Alliance’s audience the opportunity to explore the OSCE approach to migration from a multi-dimen-
sional perspective and reflect on the Organization’s future role in this area.

PREVENTING HUMAN TRAFFICKING AMONG INSTITUTIONALIZED CHILDREN

This side event which will be held in Russian language only, will address the challenge of reducing the vulnerability of children without parental care to
the risk of being ensnared in trafficking rings after leaving State boarding schools or orphanages. Possible ways to prevent human trafficking among in-
stitutionalized children will be discussed and the side event will provide a forum for gathering expertise and exchanging lessons learned between national
authorities and other stakeholders dealing with this issue in the OSCE region.
