And when the
time to answer for their mistakes comes, they find a derelict nation to be accused
of them. We had such lessons at the beginning of the last century. The lessons of
holocaust, the lessons of Auschwitz. The history has tendency to repeat.

Nowadays in many countries nationalist organizations raise their flags, as it
happened in 1933 in Germany. And we see again the connivance of governments.
But you all have to understand if the history of the Second World War repeats, if
we don’t stop this plague of nationalism, then everybody will suffer. I am calling
you to wake up. The Earth where all we live is the common home for everybody.
Of course we are all relying on God most of all. Lord, have mercy on us.
