To assist in this effort the OSCE regularly monitors the performance of municipal communities'
protection mechanisms. These information sheets aim to provide the relevant municipal actors and central-level institutions with
indicators that can assist in the identification of compliance gaps and tracking increased compliance.

¢ Mandated to ensure that the rights and interests of communities are respected through the review and provision of recommendations
on municipal policies and actions;

e Mandatory committee for all municipalities;

e Should be comprised primarily of community members who are in a numerical minority at the municipal level;

e Should meet at least once a month;
