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We congratulate Austria on this successful Chairmanship year and on the excellently
organized Ministerial Council meeting. Our ministers highly appreciated the fact that the
OSCE Ministerial Council meeting was held in the magnificent surroundings of the Hofburg
in Vienna.

In conclusion, | should like to thank our colleagues, Ambassadors Koja, Raunig and
Strohal, and their entire team for their outstanding work and intensive commitment to the
OSCE, its goals and values. We are highly impressed by their professional, but also above all
by their human, qualities.
