* Asset declarations for public officials - www.declaration.gov.ge
All senior public officials of Georgia are required by the Law to submit asset
declarations electronically. Additionally, asset declarations monitoring system
has been established with the primary goal is to increase transparency and trust
of citizens in public administration by monitoring disclosed information on
assets of public officials as well as to prevent conflicts of interest and promote
integrity within public institutions.

* On-line civil service recruitment portal - www.hr.gov.ge
Public institutions are required to place civil service vacancy announcements
on www.hr.gov.ge. Any job seeker has an opportunity to register on the
website for free, build his/her resume, browse the vacancies and apply online.
In addition, job seekers are able to ask questions directly to the employment
providers online.

An e-petition platform that enables every citizen to create an electronic petition
on issues within the competence of the Georgian government.
