attaining sustainable development and equality of present and
future generations;

implementation of new scientific accomplishments in modern
production which effects must be assessed in regard to the
extent it improves the quality of life of people and,
concurrently, does not permanently devastate renewable
energy resources nor diminish the possibility for the
advancement of future generations;

promotion and use of traditional knowledge, skills and cultural
heritage, which have proven their historical value and
applicability;

resistance to all displays of force, both in the international

participation of the civil sector in this process

more support to the process “Environment for Europe”.
drawing up and implementation of the programme for

promotion of renewable energy resources, energy efficiency
and sustainable use of resources;

drafting of the strategy for local sustainable development and
ensuring equal participation of NGOs;

stimulation and support to the projects for more energy-
efficient means of transport (gas powered cars, bicycles...) as
well as introduction of city buses, delivery and service vehicles
using gas;

more efficient use of secondary raw materials and waste
recycling;

planned urbanization and industrialization with respect to
environmental standards and principles of sustainable
development;

efficient solution to a number of environmental black spots in
Serbia;

development of a sustainable development curriculum in
cooperation with the Ministry of Education and its inclusion in
the educational system through formal and informal formats of
education;

The NGOs which are active in the field of biodiversity protection
point to the importance of the Pan-European Biological and
Landscape Diversity Strategy — PEBLDS, endorsed at the Il
Ministerial Conference in Sofia, 1995, and Kiev Resolution on
Halting Biodiversity Loss by 2010, endorsed at the V Ministerial
Conference in Kiev, 2003, and low level of its implementation in
the Republic of Serbia.

1. The NGOs recommend undertaking all necessary measures in
order to ensure the fulfilment of all responsibilities in the field
of biodiversity;

The “Environment for Europe” process is a unique partnership of the
member States in the UNECE region, inter-governmental and non-
governmental organizations, regional environmental centres, and
other stakeholders that take part in improving environmental
protection and sustainable development. The main aim of the
process is to provide a common platform for cooperation on
improving the environment and for working towards the convergence
of environmental policies throughout the region.

The five conferences held have resulted in many significant decisions
essential for the protection and improvement of the environment in
Europe. The First Ministerial Conference, within the “Environment for
Europe” process was held in 1991 at Dobris Castle in the then
Czechoslovakia. Four more conferences followed: the Lucerne
Conference (1993); the Sofia Conference (1995); the Aarhus
Conference (1998); and the Kiev Conference (2003). The Sixth
Ministerial Conference will take place in Belgrade (2007) and will be
another milestone in the “Environment for Europe” process,
evaluating the progress achieved so far and agreeing on future
priorities.
