As a follow-up of the initial assessment of environment and security links and impact in Central Asia
and specific requests from the sub-region, the ENVSEC consortium has initiated a programme
focusing on the Eastern Caspian region covering the Atyrau and Aktau oblasts of Kazakhstan and
Balkan Velayat of Turkmenistan. Main aim of the project is to to identify and assess in-depth
environment and security hotspots on the Eastern Caspian coast, to organize international
consultations to prioritize the environment and security issues and develop a programme of work
proposing concrete actions on the ground on the institutional, policy and community levels to address
the problems.

The project was launched with consultations and field visits to the coastal areas in Turkmenistan and
Kazakhstan in 2006 (Turkmenbashi-Cheleken in Turkmenistan and Aktau in Kazakhstan). Atyrau was
visited in April 2007.

Both countries have submitted national reports on the issues and priorities of environment and
security in the Eastern Caspian, based on this, an assessment report was compiled and circulated to
the ENVSEC partners in May 2007. The main issues and priorities are outlined overleaf. This report
will be the basis for consultations planned to be held later in 2007. A side event presenting the work in
progress is scheduled for the OSCE Environment and Economic Forum held in Prague in May 2007,
participants of the

Bi-lateral consultations are planned to be held in Istanbul (alternatively in one of the capitals: Ashgabat
or Astana) later in 2007, at these consultations the governments and other stakeholders are expected
to agree on the assessment and on a programme of work targeting the priority problems and hot
spots.

After consultations the ENVSEC assessment report and work programme for the Eastern Caspian
Region will be published and launched, tentatively in the context of the Belgrade Environment for
Europe conference in October 2007.

Implementation of the programme of work will start towards the end of 2007, tangible results
concerning some of the priority areas and hotspots are expected to presented and discussed at follow-
up consultations in autumn 2008.
